March 12, 2014

Councilmember Plank led the Pledge of Allegiance.

HEARING-  Repealing sections of Building Code  & Land Use Code   

At 5:32 p.m. it was moved by Councilmember Goodson and seconded by Councilmember Plank to open the hearing. Motion carried.

The purpose of the public hearing is to take public comment on the proposed ordinance for repealing sections of Title 4 Building Regulations and Title 11, Land Use Regulations.  This was published in the Shoshone News Press on February 19, 2014.
Planning Consultant Collin Coles gave a brief synopsis on the proposed ordinance.    
There were no questions from the Council or audience.

At 5:34 p.m. it was moved by Councilmember Norris and seconded by Councilmember Goodson to close the hearing and reconvene into regular session.  Motion carried.

STAFF REPORTS
Building Official Mark Magnus
A meeting with FEMA representatives will be held on March 18th.  Received the report from the Corps of Engineers on the dikes and levees. The report stated that the dikes and levees were minimally accepted. The School District will need to remove trees located on the levee.  Mr. Magnus will be in contact with both Mr. Etherton and Mr. Woodford from the School District and provide the history on this matter.  
Although telephone calls have been made to the state, the State of Idaho has not made any comments with the progress on the park land conversion project.

Personnel Committee minutes from February 18, 2014 and the February 28, 2014 Meeting.
Council President Douglas advised the Council of the Depot Building Committee’s recommendation before the Council.  Council did not have any comments.
Councilmember Goodson had concerns with the one-way traffic going down Alhambra. After a lengthy discussion, it was moved by Councilmember Goodson and seconded by Councilmember Plank to pull the Traffic Safety meeting minutes from the February 24, 2014 meeting and the recommendation to turn Presley Avenue into a one-way street going east, starting at Maple Street to Alhambra.  This request will go before the Public Works Committee for discussion.  The remainder of the Consent Calendar was approved.
Motion carried.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

EPA Roadway Remediation Discussion 
The City received a response letter from Mr. Bill Adams of EPA.  The City is drafting a potential response which will address the opportunity to have ongoing discussions with him and others.  His response left the City discouraged to have an opportunity to receive grants and/or loans for any sewer work.  

Councilmember Goodson discussed the meeting with Ed Mureen from EPA.  After a lengthy discussion with Mr. Mureen, the City was willing to agree on paving the east side of Wildcat Way in 2016.  After receiving Mr. Adams’ letter, the City should go ahead with the original plans and pave Bunker.  

Council President Douglas advised that the City would lean take the recommendation of the Public Works Committee. 

After a lengthy discussion the City has no choice but to move forward with the plans to pave Bunker Avenue.
Gate leading to Bunker Hill Mine Office on the east side of City Hall
A meeting was held in reference to the letter that was sent to the Bunker Hill Mine which advised them that their gate needed to be removed from the City’s road.   The City met with representatives from Bunker Hill Mine on February 25, 2014.  The City is not in favor of vacating the road and there may be future development in this vicinity.   The deadline to remove the gate of February 28th was moved to April 30th.  
Mr. Pangburn, owner of the property, advised the Council that he purchased the property in 1991.  He put in a road due to three parcels of land that he did not want to be landlocked.  He now owns all three parcels.  His intent is to protect the mine and property and advised that his office was broken into.  Mr. Pangburn suggests that if any development happens that an easement is given.  Mr. Pangburn is willing to work with the City.  

Councilmember Mercado asked if the City could lease the area to Mr. Pangburn.  Mr. Collin Coles will research the possibility of a license with the City’s attorney.

Council President asked that discussion of the gate be placed back on the Public Works Committee agenda for further discussion.  The Council will revisit this at the April Council meeting.

Nuisance 411 W. Riverside Avenue
Chief Dave Wuolle had acquired this project in 2013.  The bank foreclosed on the property in the middle of a blight investigation.  The City’s prosecuting attorney had sent notices out on this property.  The house sets on blocks, there is no foundation, the front porch is not attached to the house and the house is leaning to the east.  The neighbors have complained about this property for numerous years. 

Chief Wuolle advised the Council that if the City went forward with getting the house condemned it could cost the City money.  This would take a legal process and there would be demolition expenses to the City also.

After a lengthy discussion, it was moved by Council President Douglas and seconded by Councilmember Mercado to move forward and have the prosecuting attorney to contact the bank on this matter. 

Councilmember Goodson asked for a roll call vote.

NEW BUSINESS

Ordinance #567 
The City Clerk read the title of the proposed ordinance.

ORDINANCE NO. 567
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF KELLOGG, A MUNICIPAL CORPORATION OF THE STATE OF IDAHO, REPEALING SECTIONS 4-1-5, 4-1-6, 4-1-7, 11-3A-3, 11-6-2, 11-8-11, AND CHAPTER 12 OF TITLE 11 OF THE KELLOGG CITY CODE; PROVIDING SEVERABILITY; PROVIDING REPEAL OF ALL OTHER CONFLICTING ORDINANCES; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, it has been determined by the Kellogg Planning and Zoning Commission that the “Old Bavarian Theme” and Alpine/Historic Themes currently required in certain area of the City no longer reflects the planning goals and future land use of the City; and

WHEREAS, it has been recommended by the Kellogg Planning and Zoning Commission that the Kellogg land use and building regulations requiring compliance with the “Old Bavarian Theme” or Alpine/Historic Themes be repealed. 

IT IS ORDAINED by the mayor and city council of the City of Kellogg, Shoshone County, Idaho as follows:

Section 1.  That Section 4-1-5 of the Kellogg City Code is repealed.

Section 2.  That Section 4-1-6 of the Kellogg City Code is repealed.

Section 3.  That Section 4-1-7 of the Kellogg City Code is repealed.

Section 4.  That Section 11-3A-3 of the Kellogg City Code is repealed.

Section 5.  That Section 11-6-2 of the Kellogg City Code is repealed.

Section 6.  That Section 11-8-11 of the Kellogg City Code is repealed.

Section 7.  That chapter 12 of title 11 of the Kellogg City Code is repealed.

Section 8.  Severability.

The ordinance is hereby declared to be severable. Should any portion of this ordinance be declared invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, the remaining provisions shall continue in full force and effect and shall be read to carry out the purpose(s) of the ordinance before the declaration of partial invalidity.

Section 9.  Repeal of Conflicting Provisions.

All other provisions of the current Kellogg Municipal Code or ordinances of the City of Kellogg which conflict with the provisions of this ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such conflict.
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Section 10.  Effective Date.

This ordinance shall be effective upon passage and publication in the official newspaper of the City of Kellogg.
