STAFF REPORTS
Building Official Mark Magnus 
Mark Magnus stated that he has one year of planning under his belt. 

Todd Goodson inquired on the amount of open building permits for a period of time, and not closed out on Mark's monthly report.  Mark was asked how long does a permit need to be open before a person is required to obtain a new building permit.  Todd Goodson mentioned that some of the permits that are not closed out were up to two years old.  One permit that was still open was on a re-roof, and work was being done by a contractor.  

Mark Magnus advised the Council that as long as people are continuing their work on the projects he lets them continue without getting a new permit.  Most of the open building permits are from property owners that are doing their own work.
Terry Douglas inquired about the reduction to a five member Planning Commission.  This change will take an amendment to the current ordinance.  Mark was asked to make certain that if the date and time needs to be changed also, that all the changes need to be done at the same time, as there are monetary costs to the City when an ordinance is involved.  

Chief of Police Dave Woulle
Dave Woulle advised the Council that after the Police Committee Meeting on April 1, 2013, he called the potential new employee.  Benjamin Miller accepted the job and will start on April 29, 2013.

Ron Mercado stated that Mr. Miller had great qualifications and wanted to stay in a small town atmosphere.

Mayor Pooler inquired if his POST training transfer over to Idaho.
Dave Woulle stated that Mr. Miller will go to Law Week, and after completing the two week course, he will become Idaho certified.

Superintendent of Public Works Craig Lewis

Joan Head, on behalf of the Library, asked that two of their trees be replaced this year.  

Craig Lewis stated that the replacement of those trees are in the works.

Public Works Committee minutes of the March 26, 2013 Meeting - Recommendations to the Council:  1) Accept Terra-Graphic's "near-term" planning scope of work.  2) Purchase of a new riding lawn mower for the parks and Greenbelt areas.  3) Purchase a double-sided urn wall for the Cemetery.

Police Committee minutes of the April 1, 2013 Meeting.
The City has $9,500 available for the purchase of an urn wall.  The City received a quote in the amount of $12,048.  There are fourteen niches that are available for purchase at this time by the City.  Each time the City sells a niche, a portion of the sale is set aside in a fund for the future purchase of an urn wall.  This figure will be increased, due to the price increase of a new urn wall.  
The urn walls that were first originally purchased have Italian rock front plates, several of the plates are cracking and breaking.  Todd Goodson advised the Council that this same company will provide replacement Italian rock front plates for $25 a piece, instead of $50 a piece.  
It was moved by Todd Goodson and seconded by Terry Douglas to pull the purchase of a double-sided urn wall for the cemetery from the consent calendar and table the approval of said purchase until the City has enough funds available to purchase.  Motion carried.

It was moved by Dennis Norris and seconded by Ron Mercado approve the Consent Calendar as amended.  Motion carried.

Mayor Pooler had the opportunity to speak with DEQ Representative Bruce Schuld and there is no knew information available at this time.

Donation of Real Property located at 401 S. Main Street, Kellogg

Mayor Pooler advised the Council that upon the receipt of the donation of real property letter from The Hagadone Corporation, the City started due diligence on said property.  The property has been remediated and the City has the paperwork from Panhandle Health District.  The City Attorney has recommended a title search on the property, to make certain the property is free and clear. It was moved by Terry Douglas and seconded by Mark Aamodt to continue forward with the transfer of land, first by ordering a title search from First American Title Company to make certain it was clear.  The City will send The Hagadone Corporation a thank you letter for their generosity.  Motion carried.
