A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF KELLOGG, SHOSHONE COUNTY, STATE OF IDAHO, APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE CITY TO PURCHASE A PICKUP TRUCK FOR FOR USE BY THE PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT.

CITY OF KELLOGG

Shoshone County, Idaho


WHEREAS, the City is in need of a Pickup Truck for use by the Public Works Department; and


WHEREAS, Idaho Code 67-2806 permits the city to purchase from qualified vendors supplying Pickup Trucks where the  expenditure is less than $50,000; and


WHEREAS, the City has determined that the responsible vendor  is Dave Smith Motors; and


WHEREAS, the city has sufficient funds to purchase this vehicle and has budgeted for it;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, the Mayor and the City Council of the City of Kellogg, Idaho, approve the purchase of a 2012 Dodge Ram 2500 SLT , 

Stock # 24608X,  from Dave Smith Motors, with a purchase price of $28,000.

City Clerk Terry Sharp advised the Council that three bids were received.

It was moved by Todd Goodson and seconded by Ron Mercado to approve Resolution #243 as read.  Motion carried.
EPA Roadway Remediation Discussion

Mayor Pooler thanked all the representatives from EPA and DEQ for their effort in getting this project in a workable manner and the City looks forward to working together. 

Mayor Pooler acknowledged the following representatives; Terry Harwood Executive Director of the Basin Environmental Improvement Project Commission, Bruce Schuld Kellogg Remediation Manager for the Department of Environmental Quality, Jon Harwood Roads Surface Remediation Manger for the Department of Environmental Quality, Craig Cameron Environmental Scientist for the United States Environmental Protection Agency, and Bill Adams Coeur d’Alene Team Leader for the United States Environmental Protection Agency. 

Mr. Terry Harwood gave a brief overview on why this project began.  The list of roads on the list came from the Silver Valley Transportation meetings.  Each City had the opportunity to verify the roads on the list.  

There are two sources of funding for this project.  In the Box funding came from the settlement with Hecla Mining Company, and Out of the Box funding came from the settlement from Asarco.  A total of $54 million has been set aside for the project, $24 million is outside the Basin.  Davis-Bacon wages are required for entities located Inside the Box as required by Superfund law.  Applying for federal dollars may be difficult as entities cannot uses federal money as match for other federal monies.  The City was advised not to give up on this, go to the grant agencies to see what they require.  

It was the intent to make if fair for everyone.  A policy was developed.  This policy was sent to all entities.  The Policy is set up to have the entity be responsible.  Each entity will need to work with two governments.  Therefore a Roads Board was set up.   Bruce Schuld, Craig Cameron and Jon Harwood are on this Board.  Bids up to 115% of engineers’ estimate, there are no requirements as far as standards.  It is up to the City and Board.  There are no criteria to interview engineers, but it was suggested to select an engineer by qualifications.  

After the representatives meet with all the entities that are involved, there will be a workshop that all entities will be encouraged to attend.  This workshop will take place sometime in January.   There will be several different state agencies at this workshop to assist in the road projects along with representatives from granting agencies.   It is the goal to provide resources and network so the entities can plan their projects.  

Entities can apply for seed money upfront in the amount of 1% of the total allocation of their full amount of money being granted.  This will assist cities with their pre-engineering needs.  All applications need to be submitted to Bruce Schuld at DEQ.  

No other roads will qualify or be considered unless the road is on the list provided from the Silver Valley Transportation Plan.  Entities will be given the flexibility to do what they want with the roads.  Entities were encourage to get together and do joint projects.  There is nothing wrong with the City joining up with other cities or the County to get one contract in place for a project, as a better price would be secured that way.

Quality control responsibility lies with the City.  Once the funding is gone, there will be no further funding provided to entities.

After a discussion was held on the possibility of using the Project money and then doing additional work with City money, it was recommended to keep projects separate.  As combining projects may be very hard to separate who should pay for what.  

Mr. Bill Adams advised that the cities are not in competition with one another for this funding, as it is guaranteed money.

Mr. Harwood recommends that the City apply for the 1% for engineering costs first.  This will get the project rolling.  The City will then need to acquire professional assistance for the required cost estimate to fill out applications.  

The City was advised it will take approximately two weeks for their Board to review the applications and get it back to the City, although it will depend on the amount of applications are submitted.  It was strongly advised that the City should have their first application for a project submitted to the Board no later than February 1, 2013 to ensure it being funded for the 2013 contract season.
ANNOUNCEMENTS & REPORTS

Councilman Todd Goodson

Councilman Goodson advised the Council that there is a lot of work ahead of the City for the road work.  The City should file for the 1% advancement from DEQ right away.  A Public Works Committee meeting will be scheduled right after the Thanksgiving Holiday.  It was requested that each Council member give him a prioritized list of roads to be repaired.   

Councilman Dennis Norris

Councilman Norris would like the City to prioritize the roadway work by first tackling the streets that had sewer inflow and infiltration issues.

Councilwoman wished everyone Happy Holidays.

Councilman Aamodt would like the City to be ready to go to the Town Meeting with the plan of the City.

Councilman Mercado thanked the Council, especially member Goodson, for the extra assistance in his absence.  

Mayor Mac Pooler
Mayor Pooler advised the Council of the Silver Jackets meeting that he and Mark Magnus attended.  The City of Kellogg was presented a plaque from FEMA for participating in their National Flood Insurance Program Community Rating System.  By doing so, the citizens of Kellogg will have reduced flood insurance premiums.
