UNFINISHED BUSINESS

EPA Roadway Remediation Discussion
Mayor Pooler advised the Council that three Request For Qualification letters were sent out, requesting each of the engineering firms to send back their resumes showing what type of experience they have.  Two agencies have worked with the EPA and DEQ, one agency has done a lot of work with the State  of Idaho.  These packets need to be submitted to the City no later than December 21, 2012.
Councilman Goodson advised the Council that the City’s street map has been colored in to show what type of remediation work could be done by the City.  The City will be TV-ing the sewer in several areas in town.  The Public Works Committee meeting will be tomorrow in which several granting agency representatives will be available to discuss their programs.  The City needs a definite answer, is this money considered federal money or not.  If the money is considered Settlement money, this money can be used as match money.  And, if this money is considered Settlement money, why would the City have to still pay Davis-Bacon wages.  The City needs clarification on this.  
Mayor Pooler had the opportunity to speak with Jerry Mason from the offices of Mason and Stricklin and was told that the determination would need to come from the State Attorney General’s office.  Mayor Pooler will make a phone call to the City’s attorney’s office to request their assistance with this matter.
Councilman Douglas took a moment to echo what he stated at the October Council Meeting, the City has limited dollars for the remediation work.  The City should spend this on the busiest arterials first.

Resolution #244-ToExpress Concerns Regarding the Long-term Effectiveness of the Remedy at Bunker Hill Superfund Site

RESOLUTION NO. 244

A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF KELLOGG, SHOSHONE COUNTY, STATE OF IDAHO EXPRESSING DEEP CONCERN REGARDING THE LONG-TERM EFFECTIVENESS OF THE REMEDY AT THE BUNKER HILL SUPERFUND SITE AS IT RELATES TO PUBLIC RIGHT OF WAYS AND FLOODING.

WHEREAS, The City of Kellogg, Idaho is located within the Bunker Hill Superfund Site as a result of widespread metals contamination from past mining practices; and

WHEREAS, long-term effectiveness of the remedy at Superfund sites is a requirement of CERCLA; and

WHEREAS, metals contamination remains directly beneath clean soil and other protective barriers such as asphalt and graveled rights-of-way throughout the City of Kellogg; and

WHEREAS, public rights-of-way serve as one of the most important and most expensive protective barriers in the City of Kellogg; and

WHEREAS, hundreds of clean soil barriers installed on public, residential and commercial properties throughout the community are at risk of being destroyed by flooding; and

WHEREAS, both of human health, especially for young children and our citizens’ ability to sell property and conduct commerce would be adversely affected if protective barriers are destroyed by deteriorating roadways and flooding; and

WHEREAS, substantial areas within the City of Kellogg have been designated as flood prone by studies conducted at the direction of the US Army Corps of Engineers; and

WHEREAS the City of Kellogg does not have, nor will have, future funding to repair or replace these damaged barriers if necessary.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Council of the City of Kellogg as follows:


That the City of Kellogg appreciates remedy protection efforts by EPA and the State of Idaho undertaken to-date, and


That the Mayor and City Council declare that barrier integrity in the face of deteriorating road surfaces and the future threat of flooding is a paramount concern for the community’s health and economic well-being, and


That the Mayor and City Council pledge to keep this threat of compromise of barriers at the forefront of public discussion in search of long-term protection of the remedies applied to prevent migration of metals in the environment populated by Kellogg’s children, adults and business community, and


That the staff of the City of Kellogg and cooperating local agencies are authorized to take whatever steps they can to find resources that can assure protection of the remedy that has been implemented.
